806 

 Visit St. Patrick’s Cathedral which stands on the oldest Christian site in Dublin 

where it is said that the Saint baptized converts to the Christian faith

 Time to explore prior to tonight’s possible exchange concert

Day 4, BD 

 Travel to Northern Ireland and Belfast where we catch a ferry to Stranraer on the 

West Coast of Scotland 

 Meet our Scottish guide and transfer to the Scottish capital Edinburgh via a 

possible stop for lunch in Glasgow with its striking medieval and Georgian districts 

overlooked by the extinct volcanic rock of Arthur’s Seat, Edinburgh is widely 

regarded as one of Europe’s most handsome capitals.  

 During our tour we see the Royal Mile, the Palace of Holyrood House which is the 

Queen’s official residence when staying in Edinburgh and Edinburgh Castle

 Explore the Royal Mile in Edinburgh’s charming Old Town, the perfect place to get

 Visit Edinburgh’s largest cathedral, St Giles, which dates back 900 years and is 

where the Presbyterian reformer John Knox delivered his fiery sermons

 Visit Edinburgh Castle; highlights include the Crown Jewels, the Royal Apartments 

and the National War Memorial of Scotland

wheel which affords fabulous views over London’s skyline

 Walking tour of York along the quaint cobblestoned streets and narrow alleyways 

and medieval walls that encircle the city and a tour of York Minster, the largest
